How many seeds are there in an apple? Do

you have any idea?

know the answer to that one, but only God

The good news is that God knows you intimately, and He
knows that within you lies an unlimited, untapped potentia for
good.

How do you get the fruit to appear?

Jesus said, “Except a corn of wheat falls into the ground and
dies, it abides alone: But if it dies, it brings forth much fruit.”
[John 12:24] Y ou begin by offering yourself to God as a seed —
everything you have and are. You die to your own selfish
desires and live to do His will. Then God brings forth fruit from
your life. He takes your seed and multiplies it and causes it to
bring forth an abundant harvest for His kingdom and to meet
your own needs.

Imagine that you have $1,000 in your pocket. If the money is
yours, you can do anything you want with it. But if it belongs to
someone else who has entrusted it to you, then you cannot
spend it as you please. You may only use it as you have been
authorized by the owner.

Similarly, the Bible says that you are not your own. On an
occasion when immorality was creeping into the lives of some
believers, the Apostle Paul rebuked them, saying, “Have you
forgotten that your body...is God's gift to you, and that you are
not the owner of your own body?’ [l Corinthians 6:19]

When you realize that al that you are and all that you possess
are God'’s, your whole life is turned around. You don’t want to
waste a moment of your time, a dollar of your money, or any of
your physical or mental powers. As someone said, “I have just
recently come to the redlization that | am completely God's.
From now on every bit of talent and ability that | have, every
bit of health and energy, every penny that goes through my
fingersis His!”

Unloading Y our Backpack

| recently saw a bumper sticker that said

simply yet eloquently: "Life Happens." How

true that is! Life happens. Everyday life.

Sure, some of us may have devastating

hardships that hit us unexpectedly at times,

and these can be difficult to deal with. But
most of us have lots of other burdens and concerns — less
devastating, perhaps, but no less difficult — for all that we
carry around with us from day to day and week to week.

This reminds me of what happens every day as we watch
our children or grandchildren get ready for school. They pack
their backpacks with books, lunches, and sometimes a favorite
possession or two, and then they head off for their day®
activities. At the end of the day, the backpacks are emptied
and the evening tasks get underway. In much the same way,
we adults pack up our burdens and concerns each morning and
carry them around on our backs throughout our daily routines.
But, unlike our children or grandchildren, we do not take off
our backpacks at the end of the day and unpack them. We may
take them off and set them in the corner for the evening, but
the next day we pick them up again still full from the day
before, and sometimes with a new item or two added. We do
this week after week, until one day we realize that our
backpacks have gotten so full and so heavy that we can no
longer carry them.

It was last year about this time that | realized my backpack
was bursting at the seams and was too heavy to carry with me

every day. And on the days when | did carry it, | found myself
getting more and more exhausted. Life® challenges became
increasingly difficult to handle.

Then, | became acquainted with a Stephen Minister who
met with me almost every week and helped carry my load.
Some weeks, it was harder than others to open up that
backpack and look inside, but my Stephen Minister remained
afaithful constant in my life, ready to listen to whatever | was
willing to share. What | realized in time was that just having
someone to listen became a tremendous relief. My daily
challenges were no longer burdens | needed to carry with me.
| had someone who was willing to share the load, to offer a
kind word, to remind me of God® love and grace and
remember mein their prayers.

How nice it is to have a group of people — our Stephen
Ministers — to pray for us, no matter how big or small the
concern. A Stephen Minister isn®a mental health professional,
but simply a kind, patient individual who is willing to lend a
hand — and an ear. If you can offer a smile and a prayer, then
you too might consider becoming a Stephen Minister. Or, if
you find that your backpack is getting just a little too heavy,
know that there can be a Stephen Minister waiting to help you
carry it.

“THE ADVENTURESOF JAY GEORGE”

During the 1980's and 90's the
second generation of Big Bands,
made famous in the 40’'s, 50's and
60’s, were gaining popularity. Great
artist's like Stan Kenton, Tex
Beneke, Stan Getz, Les Elgart and
others were forming traveling bands
to crisscross the country. Listening to
and dancing aong with the Big
Bands was ill a popular pastime
from coast to coast. This was the Big Band Revival and the
debut of Big Band Jazz. Eventualy Big Band jazz
experimentation and arrangements devel oped into the sounds’,
rhythms and harmony of Ray Charles, “The Beach Boys’ and
even the Beatles. Big Band Arrangements for Frank Sinatra,
Dean Martin, Sammy Davis JR. and many others kept us
humming and singing along, even to this day.

On any given warm, humid Saturday evening in Cedar Rapids;
Chicago; Kansas City or Duluth, a Big Band beat would drift
across the hot still summer air outside of a dance club or night
club. Band musicians and singers would be true to
arrangements and sell the songs that everyone loved to hear
like “I'll Get By,” “My Blue Heaven,” “I'll String Along with
you...” If there was a female vocalist and she had both a
powerful voice and a gentle touch to her musical delivery,
then it was probably our own Jay George, who by then was
married to Jim George, a trombonist with Stan Kenton, Ralph
Marterie, and many other bands.

It is surprising to discover that Jay did not graduate from
Juilliard, Tufts University or the Boston Conservatory of
Music. How could she have such a well trained voice and not
attend a renowned musical university? How could she be so
sincere when she is performing a song? Where did she learn
such great stage presence?

WEell, you see Universities are at best only a period of training
that spans a few short years. If you include High School for
talented kids you may have up to 10 years of formal training.
Jay made her professional debut at age 2%. So by the time she
graduated High School, she had amost 16 years of
professional training all delivered to Jay by her exclusive
music coaches, drama coaches and producers (in the literal
sense)... Jay’' s parents, who were professional entertainers.

Jay’ s parents emigrated from Sweden and her Dad decided he
was going to be a Cowboy Singer so he “rode the rails’ (wasa
railroad stow away) to Montana and got a job on a working
ranch for a year. Along the way, Jay was born and not by
accident, her Mom and Dad went to the Swedish Covenant
Hospital in Chicago for Jay® first dramatic stage entry and
opening number.

When Dad returned from Montana, he started an act called
“The Austin Family” which appeared on the WLS radio
station show called The Saturday Night Barn Dance from
Chicago. Jay, Mom and Dad were an instant hit. Back then,
Montana music was called Cowboy Music and Jay’s Dad had
gone out west to get it right.

From those early days on

stage and on the radio, Jay (a

nickname for Jeanne Marie)

appeared in stage shows, at

state and county fairs and in

special events with Mom,

Dad and other artists. In her

teens Jay began to become

fascinated and enthusiastic

with a new sound called Jazz.

As she matured she began

singing Classic and Jazz

Standards with Big Bands.

One summer day, Jay was called to complete a road trip with
the Frankie Masters Orchestra because their lead female singer
(Frankie’' s wife) had gotten sick and Frankie needed a“Pro” to
fill in fast, and travel. A few days later, with the Band at the
Omaha Country Club during a break, Jay met one of the
band®trombone players named Jim George. As they say, love
bloomed in Omaha. Four months later Miss Austin became
Mrs. George.

Years rolled by and the Georges had two sons and moved to
the south. Early on Jim and Jay decided that it was far better to
make music in Florida in the winter, rather than in Chicago.
They moved to Sarasota and then ultimately to Naples where
they found plenty of work and a very active professional
musician's community. Eventually Jim and Jay became
involved in Christian Music and perhaps found their own
musical ministry with a group that was named “Joyful Noise,”
whose songs, CD’s and personal appearances helped
numerous Gulf Coast area churches involved in fund raising
drives. Thereis even a “Joyful Noise” CD that may be offered
to our Church to raise funds for our Music Ministry. Jay and
Ella Davis are working on this project.

Jim and Jay have remained active with their music to this day
and Jay has a long resume of choral activities including the
Hilton Head Symphony Orchestra Chorus and, of course, our
own Bluffton United Methodist Chancel Choir. We are al
pleased and proud of Jay and Jim and grateful for the special
talents that they and so many other talented people bring to
our wonderful, historic Church on Calhoun Street.
